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FRIS/TI-FRIS Hub Meeting: Rules on Presentation Format

Established in November 2021
Revised in Feburary 2023

The purpose of the Hub Meeting is for presenters to provide an introduction to their research and
an easy-to-understand explanation of the specialist content, aimed at researchers across all fields,
and to sow the seeds for new research themes. Recently, because Hub Meetings have been jointly
organized by FRIS and TI-FRIS, held online, and attended by science journalists, among other reasons,
this may have influenced presenters to skew towards presenting high-level and very specialized
content. To prevent such a tendency, we are setting out a presentation format. This format is also

intended to eliminate the risk of accidentally sharing unpublished research results, etc.

Hub Meeting Presentation Format
Section 1: [20-30 minutes]
® Outline of the overall directions of the research field and motivations
® \What makes the field interesting and research problems that cannot be solved by said field
alone (or a major research problem in said field)
Section 2: [Approx. 15 minutes]
® Overview of your research approach methods and experimental methods
® Overview of your research content and results
Section 3: [Approx. 15 minutes]

® Discussion time. OK to finish before 12 p.m.

Checklist for Preparing for Presentations

1. Remind yourself that the audience of this meeting is not the same as the normal audience at an

academic conference in your area of expertise.

2. Explain all specialist terminology. Nowadays, people start specializing in high school through

electives. Be aware that all knowledge you have acquired from high school onwards includes
specialist terminology.

3. When showing figures and graphs used in academic presentations and papers, take the time to

explain them. Be aware that for people from other fields, it will take some time just to understand
the specialist terminology in the figures or the x and y axes in graphs. Using your own
illustrations (or manga) could be an effective approach.

4. Check whether unpublished results are included, and if so, whether it is appropriate to share

them with the Hub Meeting participants.

Other Rules
® Actively ask/answer questions during the presentation.
® Presentation slides: Mainly English + supplementary Japanese explanations

® Presentations: English is strongly recommended. Japanese (+ supplementary English

explanations) is also acceptable.

® Questions: English or Japanese, leaving it up to the questioner and presenter. It is not

necessary to summarize in the other language.
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
